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Research on Empowering Employment of Disabled Women by Combining
the Production Techniques of Nanjing Intangible Cultural Heritage “Velvet
Flower” with Red Cultural Resources

Abstract: Intangible cultural heritage carries excellent traditional Chinese culture, but traditional
handicrafts face challenges such as aging inheritors and a lack of successors. As a provincial-level
intangible cultural heritage, Nanjing’s “velvet flower” embodies the characteristics of “softness with
strength” and is in line with the local spirit of red women. Currently, disabled women are constrained by
physical conditions, social biases, and lack of employment opportunities. Traditional assistance programs
have low added value and insufficient long—term effectiveness. This study relies on the local red resources
in Nanjing, combines the production techniques of “velvet flowers” with red culture, explores the deeds
of local female revolutionary martyrs, innovatively integrates red elements to optimize the design and
craftsmanship of works; Establish a mutual assistance and cooperation model between disabled college
students and disabled women in society, carry out personalized velvet flower skills training based on
individual differences, and build a development path guided by red culture, supported by intangible cultural
heritage skills, and supplemented by special education. This model promotes the dynamic inheritance of
"velvet flowers" in Nanjing and solves the problem of inheritance; enhance the aesthetic literacy, practical
ability, and employment and entrepreneurship level of disabled women, and help them achieve economic
independence and value recognition; at the same time, we will eliminate social prejudices, promote the
social integration of disabled groups, and provide feasible references for the innovation and inheritance of
intangible cultural heritage and the employment empowerment of special female groups.
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
