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Abstract: China and Vietnam are geographically close and have cultural exchanges. Education aid, as the core

carrier of bilateral cultural exchanges, has evolved over thousands of years to form a unique historical context

and practical form. It has always resonated with the missions of the two countries in the times, and has distinct

political and contemporary characteristics. This article takes China’s education aid to Vietnam as the research

object and systematically summarizes its four core characteristics: the integration of historical continuity and

cultural roots, the high unity of political and contemporary characteristics, the shift from one—way aid to two—way

collaborative cooperation, and the construction of a comprehensive and multi-level system cooperation pattern.

This study can not only enrich the research system of education exchange around China at the theoretical level,

deepen the connotation of cross—border education assistance, but also provide reference for Sino Vietnamese

cooperation in the new era at the practical level, help build a community with a shared future between China and

Vietnam, and enhance China’s international credibility.
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
